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Overnight Guest 

Terms and Conditions for Access to Brookfield Zoo 

The Chicago Zoological Society welcomes overnight visitors to explore and enjoy all the fun activities and animal exhibits we have in store for them.  So your visit to Brookfield Zoo will be as educational, fun, and rewarding as possible, we ask that you review the following contract with your participants (children, parents and chaperones) before your visit.  Please have the parents, chaperone and an authorized member of the group sign this agreement, and send it in with a roster of attendees to the person and address listed in your confirmation letter.  

Please Note: If you do not return this signed contract along with the registration form and a 10% deposit your group is not considered registered.
The children, parents and chaperones (the “guests”) of Pack 24 Riverside – Jim Jerz (the “Group”) agree to the following terms and conditions related to their overnight guests and their stay at Brookfield Zoo:

1. The chaperone is obligated to make sure all Group members are well-behaved and courteous, comply with instructions, and are respectful of Chicago Zoological Society property, staff, and other guests.  The misbehavior of any Group member could result in the removal of the entire Group from the Zoo, as well as the offending guest.

2. The Group will be assigned a Society Staff Leader, and all guests must comply with the Staff Leader’s instructions and direction at all times.  If any guests do not comply, they (and possibly the Group) will be asked to leave the Zoo premises immediately.

3. Fences and walls around animal exhibits are for the safety of the public and the animals.  Climbing on or over any enclosure is strictly prohibited.

4. Zoo animals are especially sensitive to flashes of light.  Using cameras with a flash in or around any of the exhibits is prohibited at all times.  Limited use of flashlights is allowed and will be closely managed and supervised by the Staff Leader.  Guests may use flashlights only when they are told they may do so by the Staff Leader.

5. The Society provides all food and beverages during overnight stays.  Guests may not bring food or beverages into the Zoo. Guests with special dietary needs must contact the Camp and Overnights Supervisor at 708-688-8418 no later than three days before their scheduled visit so that appropriate arrangements can be made.   Guests must clean up at the conclusion of their stay and dispose of all trash in the receptacles provided.  

6. Alcohol is strictly prohibited anywhere in Brookfield Zoo, including the parking lot. If a guest violates this rule, the entire Group will be removed from the Zoo.

7. Chaperones are responsible for the supervision, health, and well-being of all members of the Group.  Chaperones are required to stay with their Group and control the Group members’ behavior throughout the entire overnight.  If a guest asks or is asked to leave the Zoo before the end of the overnight for any reason, the Chaperone is responsible for making arrangements for the Guest to be picked up and transported to his/her home. 

8. Chaperones are responsible for being aware of and attending to any personal, medical, or emotional needs of members of the Group.  The Society will provide reasonable accommodations to persons with disabilities as required by applicable law.  Guests who need accommodation should contact the Camp and Overnights Supervisor at 708-688-8418 no later than three days prior to their scheduled visit so that appropriate arrangements can be made.     

9. Because of the nature of its operations, the Chicago Zoological Society reserves the right to terminate an overnight visit at any time in its sole discretion.  If termination is due to the misconduct or other behavior of any guest, no fees or other costs will be reimbursed to any member of the Group.

I have read the “Overnight Guest Terms and Conditions for Access to Brookfield Zoo” Contract, agree to all terms and conditions.  For the Group Leader, I accept responsibility for the Group’s behavior during our visit to Brookfield Zoo.   I understand that my group may be asked to leave if we violate the contract.
